  The general membership meeting of the Saylorville Dam Snowmobile Club was called to order 

by President Alex Vanderkamp at 7:00 PM, Tuesday November 8, 2011. The board introduced them-

selves and we welcomed new and prospective members. Final 50/50 Raffle tickets were sold.  

There was a motion made by Bob to approve the October meeting minutes with a second by Gary. 

Secretary's report showed a current membership of 61. Get your membership forms and money to 

Janine by November 30 to qualify for the drawing of a trip to Pat's Landing in Wisconsin. 

Treasurer's Report shows a new checking account balance of $9,360. This new balance reflects the 

mower purchase and reimbursement of the Club Trip deposit.  

  

Editor's Report for the Flaky with a suggestion to place your Flaky calendar by your family calendar at 

home to remind you of our club and surrounding club's activities. Pictures for the newsletter are al-

ways encouraged.

 Trails report from John and Rob highlighted the current progress made on the signage and 

mowing of our trails. Rob thanked each member personally by name for their help in the trails marking 

this fall with a sum total of nearly 200 hours spent. The new mower was purchased is a 44" rough cut 

trail mower, 12.5hp motor, and includes a 2 year repair plan for a total of $1526. The mower was de-

scribed as "awesome". There is a detailed trails report printed in the Flaky. 

  

John Kahler asked we all please get involved in advertising on our trail map and also assist in selling 

advertising for the map. The maps printed last year will be given away at our booth at convention and 

new maps printed for this season. It is a great opportunity for advertising. 

President's Report from Alex touched on the grant that was written for this season. The grant asks for 

a total of $4,179, with $2,400 for operations, $1,579 for a mower and $200 for groomer storage. There 

was a motion made to approve the grant as written by Jon, with a second by Rob. Motion successfully 

passed.

Bob Alex and Brent spent time detailing the upcoming drags in Ankeny November 27, at Todd's Air-

field. There will be a planning session to finalize details on Tuesday, November 15 at 6:00 PM at the 

Sult's business, Resource Services.

Region 7 Report highlighted the upcoming Convention and Snow Show with a last chance to purchase 

"Dream Sled" raffle tickets. A reminder that the Region 7 Director position is up for election this year.

Convention this year provided a lot of information for participants.  Various snowmobile 

clubs set up displays about their clubs and the trails systems they take care of so you could 

find out where to snowmobile in Iowa.  The DNR and V&V Insurance put on a seminar to ex-

plain the new DNR snowmobile grant process that has been put into place which has many 

changes, if you have anything to do with your clubs DNR grant you should have been there.  

The ISSA lobbyist Mike Heller talked about where we stand as far as legislation and ex-

plained the registration fee increase is NOT dead but still in the process for this year we 

just need to get our legislators to help get it out the House Ways & Means committee, if we 

can do that he thinks it will pass and the Governor will sign it, as for a gas tax increase be-

cause the Governor stated recently that he will not ask for a gas tax increase that issue is 

dead for this legislative session. 

Congratulations to the Saylorville Dam Snowmobile Club who were co-winners with another 

club whose name doesn’t come to mind as of this writing for the top Spina Bifida Charity 

fund raisers. 

The Dream Sled Raffle was won by Mindi Gabrielson a snowmobiler from Region 3 who was 

in attendance at the time her name was drawn.  ISSA may do another dream sled raffle next 

year?

I went to the big snow Show in Milwaukee Sept 15.  I may go back to it next year , as I had not been to a 

god show for a long time .  This is one of the best ways to start thinking of the snow season.  I even met 

the owner that owns Thunder Mountain Lodge at Grand Mesa, CO.  This it the trip that Tammy G is 

working on.  I  have gotten all my permits for Colorado.  You can purchase your permit prior to arriving 

just by clicking Colorado State Parks—trail permits fill it out and they will send them to you.  They cost 

is $32.50/sled.  It will take approx 2 weeks fro you receive them.  I have also contacted WY and I have my 

sticker for that state as well. There is a toll free number 1-877-996-7275 it take a little while but this is 

where you can get your WY permits .  I can call a non-toll free number and talk to a person 0 1-714-628-

3431–permits are $25.00 +$4.00 shipping +(if you want) $1.00 to search & rescue.  I have had them 

come and get me out one-time so the $$ is well worth it.  I also got a Michigan and Ontario permits.  I 

like to put my permits on in my nice warm shop-not outside in a snow storm.  They get pretty brittle at 

zero degrees.  Then you have to find a place that sells them, wait in line or get a clerk that doesn't know 

how to fill them out.  I have been working on building a roof over my snowmobile trailer.  I have the 

frame work up and  have to put tin on it in the spring.
